To get accurate information about paperwork,
as well as the internship rules and regulations
for international students.

1. Talk to your adviser

Ensure you know exactly what interest you
and how it relates to your major as the time you
spend on your internship is limited.

Therefore you have to know what information
you should include on your resume.

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What you need to know
about riding and driving in Thailand?

You must have a driver’s license issued 
in your country or obtained in Thailand.

Driving without license is illegal!

You must have issurance, in case
you are injured in a car or motorbike

crash, you will need to call your insurer.

Even though you have insurance,
your insurer can refuse your claim in the case

you are not wearing a helmet, have not fastened
your seat belt, drunk driving, using a mobile 

phone while driving or careless driving.

Please note that, if the shop lets you
rent a car or motorbike without asking

for your licence, it doesn’t mean you
don’t need it! It’s not their responsibility,

you have to know the law.
