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On June 5, the seven volunteer teachers selected by Xiamen University, all of
whom are postgraduates of Arts, reached MFLU to teach at the Confucius Institute,
the School of Arts and the Sirindhorn Chinese Language and Culture Center.
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At the end of July, the Confucius Institute received more than 3,100 copies of
textbooks and other resources donated by the Office of Chinese Language Council
International of P. R. China.

At the end of August, the Confucius Institute received the starting capital
provided by the Office of Chinese Language Council International of P. R. China.

On September 16, the second group of staff selected by Xiamen University
arrived at the Confucius Institute.
