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Preface

Mae Fah Luang University celebrates its 14" anniversary on
Tuesday, the 25" of September, 2012. It was chartered under
the Mae Fah Luang University Establishment Act promulgated on
September 25, 1998.

From an initial enrolment in 1999 of 62 students in only two
programs, the university has vigorously fulfilled its mission to
become a prestigious, dynamic and fast growing institution of higher
education, with a current enrolment exceeding 10,000 students in
71 programs. The university has produced ten batches of highly
qualified graduates totaling over 5,000 students. Over 570 of its
published research works have been widely recognized and more
than 2,730 academic service projects have been developed for
the public. In addition, the university has regularly organized activities
in support of the conservation of the nation’s artistic and cultural
heritage, particularly the Lanna arts and culture of the region.

In accordance with the university’s mission to ‘develop people,
build knowledge, improve quality and cultivate integrity’, all of the
aforementioned tasks were the results of the commitment, cooperation
and strong determination of each and every administrator and staff
member to realize the goals of HRH the late Princess Somdet Phra
Srinagarindra to ‘grow forests and develop people’.

This can be attributed to the Mae
Fah Luang University Council, under the dedicated leadership of
its chairperson, Pol.Gen. Pow Sarasin, as well as the insightful
administration of Assoc.Prof. Dr. Vanchai Sirichana and his
administrative team.
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14 Years of Mae Fah Luang University
Environment and Landscape Development
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Mae Fah Luang University has adopted His Majesty the King’s initiatives
in the development of the university environments as follows:

“...urgent reforestation must be launched in degraded areas or water source
(watershed) areas that have been encroached on and deforested until they
become denuded hills by planting fast-growing trees first along waterlines so
that moisture is doubly spread on both sides of the lines. This results in new
substitute trees flourishing and forest fire prevention because the fires can easily
be ignited if there is a lack of moisture in forest areas. Then in the following
year new trees should be grown in the nearby areas in order that moisture will
be expanded more widely and trees will flourish through the whole year....”

Mae Fah Luang University has been praised and acclaimed as
a university with magnificent and unique environments and landscapes
due to continuous schemes for good care, maintenance and
development of the environments and landscapes.

The development of the university environment started as soon as
the decision was made to choose Doi Ngaem, which was once
a wasteland, as the site for the university establishment with
the determination to inaugurate Mae Fah Luang University as
the “UNIVERSITY IN THE PARK”.
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June 5™ 1998 was the first day of Mae Fah Luang University
environmental improvement, which coincided with the World Environment Day.
Assoc. Prof. Dr.Vanchai Sirichana, Founding President of Mae Fah Luang
University, who at that time was the Permanent Secretary for the Ministry of
University Affairs and the Chairperson of the Mae Fah Luang Founding
Committee, accompanied by Chiang Rai Province authorities, invited people
especially those living in neighbouring sub-districts such as Nang Lae,
Mae Khao Tom and Tasud to grow trees in Doi Ngaem areas. About 5,000
people participated in the activity, including Commander Decha Sukkharom,
Minister of the University Affairs; Mr. Wijarn Chaiyanun, Governor of Chaing Rai
Province; Mr. Yongyuth Tiyapairach and Mrs. Rattana Jongsuthanamanee,
Chiang Rai Province Members of Parliament; Mr. Wanchai Jongsuthanamanee,
Mayor of Chiang Rai Province; as well as a large number of local leaders.
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First few trees grown in Mae Fah Luang University.
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Forest rehabilitation in Doi Ngaem areas have been undertaken

continuously and in tandem with the construction of the university. Assoc. Prof.

Dr. Vanchai Sirichana, Founding President, has instigated the growing of

various species of perennial trees all over the university in order to initiate
biodiversity and to establish a flora knowledge park. The perennial trees grown
in the university include Teak, Yang, Iron Wood, Tree Jasmine, Lamduan,
Monkey Flower Tree, Copperpod, Rain Tree, Cassia Tree, Mahogany, Ormasia,
Phosai, Banyan Tree, Flame Tree, Indian Cork Tree, etc.

Nowadays there are altogether 100,000 perennial trees.
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Tree planting and maintaining are activities usually held in Mae Fah Luang
University. The University, not only plants trees on the University land, but also
“plants trees in students’ hearts and minds” by requiring every new student to
grow 3-5 trees from the beginning of their studies. This includes the follow-up
of the tree growth intermittently. This not only instigates students’ ecological

conscience but it also helps to increase the number of trees in the university at

about 10,000 trees each year.

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With the strong determination to turn every inch of the university land into
Mae Fah Luang University Botanical Gardens, reforestation and rehabilitation
are conducted all through the University area. Mae Fah Luang University
Botanical Gardens was established on the university area of 1,000 rais so as
to commemorate His Majesty the King’s 80th Anniversary with the intention to
be used as a knowledge park on flora which harmonizes with nature. The
establishment of the Gardens aims at fostering students at all levels and
people to get accustomed to, be tied up with and realize the importance of
natural environment conservation to fulfill His Majesty the King’s and
Her Royal Highness Princess Srinagarindra’s intentions.
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An herbal garden has been established in honour of His Majesty the King
on the auspicious occasion of his 84" Birthday Anniversary on the 5" December
2011 as a learning resource in herbal plants and the use of various species of
natural plants for medicinal treatment and health revival for both university
students in the relevant fields of studies and other interested students and

people who visit the garden.

Furthermore, there are other gardens in the university compounds
established for students’ recreation and indoctrination of tree and forest
conservation, which can lead to the process of sustainable natural resources

conservation.
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Mae Fah Luang University does not only pursue His Majesty the King’s
intention to improve the environment through reforestation by planting and
maintaining trees within the university compounds, but we also encourage
other people to follow his Majesty the King’s path by supporting people in the
university neighbouring communities to plant trees in their areas. Moreover, the
university personnel have invited people in other areas to participate in the

project for planting and maintaining trees, which is organized by the university.
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The project for the distribution of young plants to people in the communities around

Mae Fah Luang University for planting in order to solve problems of droughts and
global warming.
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Students and staff collaborated in tree planting activities on many special occasions.
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Since the first day of the visit to Doi Ngaem, February 21, 1997,
until now September 2012, Doi Ngaem areas have been improved
from denuded forests into a perfect university town. Mae Fah Luang
University has successfully fulfilled Her Royal Highness the Princess
Mother’s afforestation and human resources development initiation,
together with the intention that this university will continuously become
a pillar of the country in terms of the national development.
